The Constitution provides for a maximum of five directors and a minimum of
three directors (so that a quorum can be formed to transact business at
meetings).

The Board consists only of non-executive directors, the majority of whom are
independent. That is, no member of the Board may be a member of the paid staff
of the organisation.

Directors are free from any interest and any business or other relationship which
could, or could reasonably be perceived to, materially interfere with the director’s
ability to act in the best interests of the organisation.

Membership of the Board shall be disclosed in the annual report including
whether a director is independent or not independent.

The Board has adopted according to the Constitution, each director must be re-
elected by the membership in accordance with S24-27 of the Constitution to the
Board.

= “I'll earn the respect of fellow Board members by making valuable
contributions and taking responsibility for what | do.”

= “If | can’t carry my load, or if | can’t agree with what’s going on, |
should resign.”

Values

= The Board serves the community by actively participating in
governance.

= The Board is responsible to various stakeholders.

= Board members are personally accountable for what goes on at the
organisation.

= the Board is responsible for maintaining the organisation’s stature in
the sector.

= Board members respect each other.

7.1. Proceedings of all meetings are minute and signed by the President or the
chairman of the meeting.

7.2. Minutes of all Board meetings are circulated to directors and approved by the
Board at the subsequent meeting.

7.3. Where possible, resolutions are first put to the Board in draft form (as a “Board
Paper”) and once passed, are recorded in a Resolutions Register.

8.1. The Board will review this charter annually to ensure it remains consistent with
the Board'’s objectives and responsibilities.
